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In this presentation we examine two important, but underused, town-level
resources. Old town books, as maintained by town clerks since colonial times, and
town annual reports, published from the mid-19th century to the present, can
provide the breakthrough clues needed to demolish your genealogical brick wall.
Where census and compiled vital records fail us, these resources can save the
day. | will cover where to find these resources, how to interpret them, and how to
use them to solve your genealogical conundrumes.
